The Southeast Group presents this November Program.  

 
Keith Neer will present an unusual bench. This contemporary bench is a 
great example of hollow core construction and a variety of veneering 
techniques.  In addition, the black accents are a result of a deep inlay process 
using wenge.  Keith will discuss the entire construction process starting with 
the selection of veneering substrates, design considerations, veneering and 
the proper mapping of exactly how to complete this stunning piece of 
furniture.   This will be an excellent opportunity for all members to address 
specific issues surrounding alternative building and veneering processes. 
Come prepared with questions which will help you go home and more 
confidently approach your personal projects.  
Joe Boggs, extension specialist in entomology at the Ohio State University, 
will give us an update on the past decimation of several tree species 
important for forest health and woodworking and the future of these and 
related species. He will also talk about how to handle diseased or dead trees 
and where we can go for diagnostic assistance.
